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Carlos Ciriza: the internationality of the form
The sculptor from Navarre, Carlos Ciriza is represented in many parts of the world, 23 countries to be exact, for his works of public art. His work often represents geometric abstractions where the need for a figurative representation is no longer considered justified and is replaced by a new visual language of form, color and line.

His sculptures, both of small and large format, show an absolute knowledge of the behavior of materials they are made out and consist of empty spaces and perforated and corrugated forms capable of releasing energy and coexisting with each other. His sculptural installations, on a large scale, like those of Noguchi, occupy predetermined locations outdoor achieving a balance between the spaces within them and the surrounding architecture.

Ciriza as painter is a diligent artist, interested in studying the essence of objects and their dynamics in a two-dimensional space, so his painting goes on to become a reflection of his curiosity and intellectual and personal concerns, becoming as dynamic, vital and revealing as his sculpture. His paintings manifest on plan what the sculpture shows in volume, and both techniques express the same within their context and it is not possible to separate them from each other.
Ciriza's work seems to manifest an observation perfectly expressed by Chillida, the great artist pioneer of abstract sculpture in Spain, "... The ideal is that we are from a place, to have our roots in a place, but that our arms reach the entire world ... "basically that's what Ciriza reflects masterfully in his work, this internationality of the form that despite being rooted in a place and have the peculiarities of the artist, has enough substance to be transferred to a global scope, to be for itself a work belonging and destined to humanity.

In short, I just want to mention that the creative and innovative talent of this artist is what makes his works to be unique and unrepeatable and therefore for the exclusive pleasure of who contemplates them. Works influenced by the contact and learning of the artist from other cultures and his continuous journeys to other continents. These are works of universality and permanence.
