When the visitor comes for the first time to the campus “Arrosadia” he observes with pleasure how the vegetation and the buildings of the renowned architect Javier Saenz de Oiza, coexist with contemporary sculptures, forming an art space. This action is not a result by chance. On the contrary, it tries to carry out a project where the science, the technology, the technique coexist with the thought, humanities, arts, claiming the role the university has to have in the creation and development of consciousness and therefore of the society in which it lives.

Among the sculptures that can be found in the Campus one of them stands out especially for the symbolism that it represents. It is “Partitura especial por conjunción de diedros”, by Jorge Oteiza. The figure by Oteiza has been there from the beginnings of the university, accompanying its close friend, Sáenz de Oiza. With this sculpture, Oteiza wanted to pay homage to the creator of the Campus with whom he shared his need to investigate new languages and shapes. The sculpture “very typical for Oteiza” as anyone can appreciate, recreates the search for the interior space, for the space that attracted so much the brilliant sculptor.

The work by Carlos Ciriza shares this search. The artist from Navarre with international vocation, whose works progress due to the exploration of new forms in a relation that turns into a vital emotion with creation.

It is not the only coincidence of Carlos Ciriza with our university. His work drinks from the sources of one of the most recognized current artist of the contemporary art; the North American sculptor Richard Serra, whose work was recognized by the Public University of Navarre with the maximum honorific distinction that is awarded by the "Academy", the Doctorate Honoris Causa, in this case the first one that the sculptor received in Europe.

Without doubt Oteiza and Serra are excellent inspiration sources for the work of any artist. But the merit of Carlos Ciriza is also that he has achieved to transcend in a creative process, as some have described as “the force and the energy of the organized creativity”.

Thus, Carlos Ciriza shares with us, the university students, a vocation for the investigation and the experimentation, which together with the determination and the discipline he has got, create unique works. The personal language of the artist is expressed through those great pieces that melt with the nature, coexisting in the architecture or in the urban and natural environments, as the sculpture by Oteiza is integrated in our campus melting into it.
With this search of consciousness through the artistic expression, Carlos Ciriza has already managed to transcend during more than two decades of professional trajectory, the boundaries of our immediate environment to turn into an international recognized artist. Thus, he confirms what we know and share from the university. That when the creation, the investigation, the innovation in any form of human thought, is excellent, it exceeds the environment itself. And it reveals without doubt, that his work is the result of the concerns of the spirit of a “genuine investigator”.
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
